Secretary's report

2006 – 2007
1. Previous meeting

The 50th CIPAC meeting was held in Geneva, Switzerland. The meeting was attended by 48 members, correspondents and observers. Sixty two representatives of the industry were present.


Reports of 8 full collaborative trials were presented. All methods concerned were accepted as provisional CIPAC method, while the washing methods remained “tentative”. In addition four trials were presented for the extension of the scope of the method; accepted as provisional. The status of 10 provisional methods and one provisional MT method was changed to full CIPAC method. The status of four methods remained provisional and one remained tentative. 

2. Elections

The Committee of Management elected Ms Sonia Barker (PSD, UK) and Mr Adrian Burns (US EPA/AOAC) as correspondents. Mr László Bura was re-elected as Secretary and Mr Erik Sandmann was elected as Assistant Secretary. Mr. Ralf Hänel was elected as new chairman of CIPAC.
