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1. Previous meeting

The 62nd CIPAC meeting was held on Wednesday 13th June 2018 at the Sheraton Grand Panamá Hotel, Panamá City, Panamá. The meeting was attended by 42 members, correspondents and observers. 43 representatives of the industry were present. 

Reports of two full scale collaborative trials, four small scale trials, three extensions of the scope of methods, a validation study for relevant impurities and a validation study for a quantitative identity test were presented. Two validation studies were presented as preliminary experiments for proposing draft MT methods.
The status of five provisional methods was changed to full CIPAC method. Eight methods were accepted as provisional CIPAC methods, three of them concern MT methods. One stereospecific identity test was accepted and a method for relevant impurities was noticed and adopted. 
16 national reports were presented at the Meeting.
2. Elections

Mrs Ana Belen Estebanez (Spain), Mrs Claudia Vinke (Germany) and Mrs Sonia Tessier (UK) were elected as correspondent CIPAC members, Mr Luis Manso was elected as honorary life member of CIPAC. 
3. CIPAC publications


There wasn’t any new handbook published this year.
4. Collaborative studies


In the time period covered by the report seven full scale collaborative studies and five small scale studies were initiated, and an applicability determination and a peer validation for the determination of a relevant impurity were carried out. There were two proposals for modifications of MT methods. The results will be presented on the technical meeting in Braunschweig. It worth also noted that various activities started to study the development of multi-active methods for the analysis of formulations containing more active substances.
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
