The acting chairman, László Bura, welcomed the participants and thanked everyone for attending the meeting.  No amendments to the agenda were proposed
1. To receive apologies for absence
Apologies for absence were received from Mr Ralf Hänel, Mr Walter Dobrat, Mr Albertus Martijn, Mr Francisco Sánchez-Rasero, Mrs Julianna Schlosserova.
2. To receive the Minutes of the last Annual General meeting (AGM/130)

As there were no corrections, the Minutes of the 42nd Meeting (2012) were proposed to be accepted as true and fair report of the meeting. The Minutes were accepted and signed by the acting chairman.

3. To receive the Trustee’s Report and Independent Auditor’s Report (AGM/132)

The Treasurer, Mr B.E. Hocken, presented the Report and Statement of Accounts up to the end of December 2012, a copy of which had previously been sent to the members. 
Sales increased by 16.5% from the previous year reflecting the publication of Handbook N during 2012.

Overall we show an operating surplus of £20 compared to a deficit in 2011 of £1,822. The Treasurer’s remit is to try and ensure that CIPAC trades at a ‘breakeven position’.  The Independent Auditors have audited and signed off the Statement of Accounts. 

Sufficient stocks of Handbooks and CD-ROMs are held in reserve to enable CIPAC to satisfy orders for the foreseeable future.

CIPAC continues to remain in a good position. 

The financial statements were approved by the Trustees and have been signed on their behalf by the acting chairman.

4. To elect five Members of the Council to take Office as members of the Committee of Management

Five proposals were handed over to the secretary before the meeting as required by the constitution. The acting chairman proposed that the following persons should become members of the Committee of Management:

Mr J Garvey; Mrs N Luetrakool, Mr J Foltyn, Mrs M.C. Cardeal de Oliveira and Mr Luis Manso
The proposals were seconded by Mr Hocken.
The candidates were unanimously elected and congratulated as members of the Committee of Management.

5. To elect Auditors

The acting chairman proposed to reappoint Messrs Mercer & Hole to continue with CIPAC’s business as chartered accountants and auditors, in line with the UK Companies Act.  Mr Hocken seconded. It was accepted unanimously to re-elect Messrs Mercer & Hole as auditors. 
6. To transact any other business  

There was no other business to discuss.
