1. 
To receive apologies for absence

Minutes of the last meeting (CM/247)

The minutes of the last meeting, held on Thursday, 18th June 2015 in Hotel Royal Olympic, Athens, Greece, were accepted as true and fair report.

Matters arising from the minutes

The Chairman reported that he will organize the prin of other 500 copies of the CIPAC leaflet for the next year.
4.
Secretary's report (CM/250)
The secretary, Mr Bura, presented the Report, a copy of which had been e-mailed to the members.
In the time period covered by the report two full scale collaborative studies and six small scale studies were initiated, and two extension of the scope were announced. The methods and results of the trials were presented at the technical meeting. 

The editorial preparations for the publication of Handbook O have been started; however Bertus Martijn had unfortunately to end his contribution to the preparation of the methods for publication. Decision should be made this year on the possibilities to finalise the edition of Handbook O.

The CIPAC web site has been continuously up-dated, information about the past and coming meetings, CIPAC code numbers newly allocated, errata of handbooks, reports of previous Joint CIPAC/FAO/WHO meetings, decisions of the previous CIPAC technical meetings can be obtained directly from the website.

No comments were received from the meeting.
5.
Treasurer's report (CM/249)

The treasurer, Mr B.E. Hocken, presented the Report and Statement of Accounts, a copy of which had previously been sent to the Members. 
Sales have remained relatively static reflecting the absence of any new Handbook publications in the year. Gross margins decreased by 5% due to reprinting costs of Handbook L & M and associated CD-ROMs. Administrative expenses decreased by some 30%.
The money is continued to be held on HSBC Money Market term accounts. Interest rates remain very modest at .4% but our Capital investments remain AAA rated.
Mr Hocken highlighted that despite all the economic turmoil in the world, CIPAC continue to be in a good position.
CIPAC continues to operate under the stringent controls of the UK Charity Commissioners concerning the levels of our Reserves. This is a matter Mr Hocken has continually before him on a day to day basis.

Publications

6.1
Future CIPAC publications

Mr Hänel will clarify with Mr Garvey the content of Handbook O. Mr Garvey announced that approximately 80% of the handbook is ready and he will finalize it by the end of June. It was asked if somebody could help him and Mrs Cardeal de Oliveira volunteered.
6.2
Form of publications

There was no change from the previous year’s decision i.e. that for the time being the status quo should remain and no changes to the publication means should be made.

6.3
Collective Licence of CIPAC methods
As indicated in the Minutes, Mr Patrian will create two labels, one normal and one for 10% licence. This will be sent to Mr Hocken, who will clarify with Marston our aim to have also this multi-person licence. Mr Patrian will modify the template for ordering.

6.4
Review of CIPAC handbooks

The results of the review of Handbooks J and K have to be published. DAPA already reviewed Handbook K. The review of Handbook J is also done. It was decided to put on the website in September the results of the reviews for commenting by the end of the year.
6.5 
How to Conduct CIPAC MT trials – a possible CIPAC publication
No further progress was made on this proposal and it was decided to remove it from the agenda. Mr Hänel will contact DAPF to ask if they still need this agenda point.
Other publication issues:

Mr Pigeon said that there are 3 LN methods on the website as free downloadable, however as they were published in handbooks, they should be removed. It was noted that the versions on the website are not identical with those published. Mr Hänel said that it was agreed that these methods are available for free and asked Mr Pigeon to provide a list of all the methods for LNs and to update the versions. Mr Hänel proposed, taking into consideration that LNs became a common type of formulation, to delete the LN methods as free and give them the same status as for the other methods. A “tour the table” was made and this was accepted with 4 contrary votes.

Mr Garvey raised the issue of multi-methods for formulations. Can this be a CIPAC approach? The objective would be to use it for QC and keep it as simple as possible.
The question is, how CIPAC is dealing with this? How a new a.s. is added to the existing method? Mr Hänel said that from technical point of view it is possible, the question is: CIPAC is willing to do this? Does it mean that CIPAC has changed its directions? Why CIPAC should change its policy?

Mr Hocken said that we have to be proactive. Mr Garvey’s opinion is that if we don’t change, we will not survive. Mr Manso said that the proposal is very interesting, but it is very difficult in practice.
It was agreed that this is a start of the discussion that will be continued next year. Proposals, comments are welcome.
