As Mr R. Hänel could not attend the meeting Mr L. Bura acted as Chairman, welcoming the participants and thanking everyone for attending the meeting.  No amendments to the agenda were proposed.

1. 
To receive apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J. Garvey, Mr R. Hänel, Mr A. Martijn, Mrs F. Mathieu, Mr M. Müller, Mr A. Plumb and Mrs J. Schlosserova.

2.
Minutes of the last meeting (CM/251)

The minutes of the last meeting, held on Thursday, 16th June 2016 in the Iino Hall Conference Centre, Room C, Tokyo, Japan, were accepted as true and fair report.
3.
Matters arising from the minutes

It was not clear whether Mr Hänel was able to contact those members who did not answer previously to clarify whether they work for a governmental or private institute. Mr Bura will contact Mr Hänel.
4.
Secretary's report (CM/254)
The secretary, Mr Bura, presented the Report, a copy of which had been e-mailed to the members.
In the time period covered by the report five full scale collaborative studies and three small scale studies were initiated, and four extensions of the scope were announced. There were two peer validations for determination of relevant impurities in formulations.

The methods and results of the trials will be presented at the meeting in Rome. 
Ordering of Handbooks, CD ROM and pre-published methods can be done via the webpage, by downloading the respective forms. This year, too, the requests for individual methods were important, the adopted CIPAC methods were available on a per-method basis only as long as they were not yet published in the new Handbook. 

The review of Handbooks G & H by ESPAC is on-going. 

The editorial preparations for the publication of Handbook O have been finalised, with the major contribution of Mr Garvey assisted by Mrs Cardeal de Oliveira and Mr Patrian. The handbook will be printed soon.

The CIPAC web site has been continuously updated with the available new information, including errata, announcements of new trials, new pre-published methods. 

No comments were received from the meeting.
5.
Treasurer's report (CM/253)

The treasurer, Mr B.E. Hocken, presented the Report and Statement of Accounts, a copy of which had previously been sent to the Members. 
Sales of Handbooks, CD ROMs and publications increased marginally to £32,072 (2015 – £31,631) Gross margins increased by 5% to 80.5% as there were no new publications in 2016. 

Higher travel expenses of £7,841 (2015 £2,188) incurred with the meeting in Tokyo impacted on the Travel and Administrative Expenses. Overall, we showed an operating surplus of £5,371.
After adding bank interest and sponsorship we show a surplus for the year of £9,733 (2015 - £13,166) This amount has been carried forward to our Reserves increasing Capital Resources to £345,989 of which 97% is held in cash. The money is continued to be held on HSBC Money Market term accounts. Interest rates remain very modest at 0.4% but our Capital investments remain AAA rated.
Mr Hocken highlighted that CIPAC continues to be in a good position.
CIPAC continues to operate under the stringent controls of the UK Charity Commissioners concerning the levels of our Reserves. This is a matter Mr Hocken has continually before him on a day to day basis.

Publications

6.1
Future CIPAC publications

Handbook O is available as a result of the much appreciated work of Mr Garvey, Mrs Cardeal de Oliveira, and Mr Patrian. The accompanying CD ROM will probably be available in autumn 2017. Handbook O, including the CD ROM, will be sent to all CIPAC members free of charge. However all members were kindly requested to send all relevant postal address data to Mr Bura in order to have a correct shipment of Handbook O.

Mr Bura announced that no future publication is eminent; however, as several new methods are already available, the compilation of a new handbook has to start. Mr Garvey will be contacted as he is the proposed editor of the new handbook.
6.2
Form of publications

No changes to the publication means should be made. Mr Patrian mentioned that three LN methods were still freely available from the website. The Tokyo meeting (2016) decided that this should change and that the LN methods should not be freely available. Mr Patrian will adjust the website.
6.3
Review of CIPAC handbooks

It is not clear how far CIPAC is with the review of the handbooks. Mr Pigeon mentioned that Handbook G was reviewed by Mr Garvey and has presumably sent the results to Mr Hänel. 
Other publication issues: Mr Pigeon requested whether the multi license option for the Handbooks was active. Mr Patrian confirmed that it was partially available.

Mr Bura proposed Mrs Florentina Ciotea from Romania to be elected as correspondent. Mr Manso seconded and she was unanimously elected as correspondent member.

12. 
Any other business

12.1 
National Reports
Mr Bura presented a remark from Mr Hänel regarding the presentation of the individual national reports during the open meeting. The presentation should be more compact, and he requests the meeting to come with suggestions and proposals. Mr Bura also requested the members to send their reports in a timely manner (and not a couple of days before the yearly CIPAC meeting).
Mr Pigeon mentioned that he received complaints about the variability on the way the individual countries report their findings. It is hard to draw general conclusions based on these reports.

Mr Manso suggested to clarify whether samples were taken as part of a monitoring program (i.e. random sampling) or if the samples were regarded as suspect.

Mr Benke mentioned that there is no need to draw any conclusion from these reports as the samples are of different origins, as a consequence these data cannot be summarised.

Mr Bura mentioned that the national reports originally were meant as discussion starters within CIPAC and therefore are not a comprehensive and/or formal representation of the quality control procedures in a certain country.

The excel file (as set up by Mr Garvey and in use for several years) results in difficulties for Mr Bura during the presentation of each national report. Mr Bura therefore asked the meeting for suggestions to improve the form of presentation. Mr Pigeon suggested to present slides (max. 2/3) per country. However no specific conclusion was drawn and Mr Bura requested the meeting again for suggestions to improve the presentation of the national reports.
12.2 
Multi-method

Mr Bura presented a remark from Mr Hänel regarding the proposal of Mr Garvey (Tokyo 2016) on the use of multi-methods. What is the opinion of the meeting related to multi-methods? 
Mr Pigeon proposed to produce a draft version of a guideline for the application of multi-methods. E.g. should the application of multi-methods be restricted to certain formulation types? E.g. long lasting insecticidal nets, personal care products or, in general, mixed products where specifications are present. Should the method be subjected to a full trial or could it be judged as an extension? 
Mr Bura responded that entering a new active substance in a method required a full scale trial at that it cannot be judged as an extension. After a lengthy an animated discussion Mr Bura requested the meeting to come with proposals and ideas in time for the 2018 CIPAC meeting.
12.3 
Conduction of trials
Mr Bura presented an item raised by Mr Hänel regarding what should be done when trial organizers reject participants if the maximum number of participants is reached.
Mr Manso proposed that CIPAC should organize the trials and also finance the trials if the maximum number of participants was higher than the minimum number of eight. This would preclude that trial organizers run into unexpected high costs. Both Mr Benke and Mr Bura rejected the proposal as it would present a huge administrative burden upon CIPAC and the proposal would be very impractical to operate. 
Another proposal which was posed by the meeting was to put CIPAC in charge of the selection of the trial laboratories. In this proposal the response to the request for trial participation should be sent to the CIPAC secretariat. In three weeks’ time all responses should be gathered, and it the 4th week the CIPAC secretariat should decide which labs could enter or should be rejected. One of the advantages could be that equal global representation could be guaranteed. However this also puts a substantial workload onto the CIPAC secretariat. Mr Bura asked the meeting to send proposals on how the selection procedure could be optimized.

Closure

Mr Bura expressed his gratitude to all colleagues for their contributions to the meeting and to Mrs Yang and her team as hosts. Mr Bura also expressed his gratitude to Mr Hocken, Mr Benke and Mr de Rijk for their continuing hard work as treasurer and assistant secretary. Mr Patrian expressed his gratitude on behalf of the meeting to Mr Bura for his difficult task of replacing Mr Hänel as chairman.
